COMMUNAL PRODUCTION FACILITIES (CPF)


This facility houses high-spec industrial standard equipment in zoned work bays to offer flexible fabrication environments. This enables Members to work alongside other arts professionals who specialise in a wide range of contemporary sculptural processes, encouraging informal mentoring and share of information and technical knowledge. 





It also provides access to a forklift to move materials, artwork and equipment. There are recycling points (paper, glass, tin) and a dedicated swap-shop where Members can swap different materials.
